	 The countries of the European Union have agreed to reduce CO² emissions from the 
transport sector and, as one of the measures, have set an target to gradually replace 
petroleum-based motor fuels with green fuels from non-fossil raw materials. We discuss 
whether the legal framework and practice established today support the achievement 
of climate goals or whether we are actually moving away from it due to the complex 
mechanisms of the green fuels target. We ask whether the behaviour of Estonian 
consumers when buying green fuels differs from other countries and whose task it is 
to increase environmental awareness of fuel consumption.

ANDO LEPPIMAN 
Eesti Varude Keskus juhatuse esimees

Seepärast on 
ta võtnud eesmärgiks viia ametis läbi süsteemne 
järelevalveprotsessides ümberkujundamine ja 
järelevalvevõimekuse suurendamine, seda kooskõlas 
eesmärgiga edendada Eesti elu ja jagada ameti 
ekspertteadmisi näiteks turgude analüüsimise, 
turuosaliste koolitamise ja nõustamise ning tarbijate 
informeerimise kaudu.

Director General of the Estonian Tax and

Raigo Uukkivi has been the director general of the 
Estonian Tax and Customs Board since 2021. Under his 
leadership, the Tax and Customs Board collects the tax 
revenue of the state and ensures fair tax competition and 
the fair movement of goods across the external borders 
of the EU. From 2017 to 2021, Raigo was deputy secretary 
of state-general at the Ministry of Finance, leading the 
areas of public administration, public procurement, public 
assets, and public participation policy. He has been a 
member of the supervisory board and chairman of the 
strategy committee of Eesti Energia, a member of the 
supervisory board and audit committee of AS Tallinna 
Sadam, and a member of the supervisory board of Eesti 
Raudtee. From 2008 to 2017, Raigo Uukkivi worked as the 
director general of the Technical Regulatory Authority.

Since January 2023, 
she has been one of the twenty-seven members of the 
European Court of Auditors. She is part of the audit team 
responsible for issues related to the sustainable use of 
natural resources – including climate, energy, and the 
environment. She holds a bachelor’s degree in public 
administration and EU relations from Tallinn University of 
Pedagogy.
